YEAR 6 — Term 2 Planning The battle of Britain ? (History)

Writing: Pupils will be focusing on short
stories and newspaper report writing,
based on the text of code cracking for
beginners.

Art: Pupils will be looking at the work of Henry Moore and his tube
shelter drawings. They will use the sketchbook to make observations and
preparatory drawings as well as developing their techniques, including
their control and their use of materials.

Science: Light

Pupils will recognise that light appears to
travel in straight lines and use the idea that
light travels in straight lines to explain that
objects are seen because they give out or
reflect light into the eye

They will explain that we see things because
light travels from light sources to our eyes or
from light sources to objects and then to our
eyes. In addition, they will use the idea that
light travels in straight lines to explain why
shadows have the same shape as the objects
that cast them.

-Summarise what Britain has learnt from other countries and
